2. The submission must be your original and/or previously unpublished work.
3. Prior to submission of an entry you must obtain, and be able to provide on request, all appropriate clearances, permissions and releases for the submission, including but not limited to releases from all persons appearing in the TVC, location releases for all recognizable locations, and releases from all creative consultants or others who assisted in the creation of the TVC.

4. In the event you cannot provide all required releases, the Trust reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to disqualify the applicable submission, or seek to secure the releases and clearances for Sponsors’ benefit, or allow the applicable submission to remain in Contest.
5. Entries must be provided as follows: 

a. 1 DVD containing the two versions TVC in PAL format playable on standard DVD players

b. 1 computer file of each TVC version

c. The winner maybe required to submit a master-tape of the TVCs

6. Entries must not contain material that is violent, pornographic or otherwise obscene, illegal, or racially or morally offensive, as determined by the Standard Broadcast Authority and the Trust.

7. You must comply with all laws, rules and regulations including but not limited to those concerning copyright, plagiarism, trademark, defamation and invasion of privacy.

8. Entries must be physically delivered in person, by post or courier to the Trust by the deadline. Proof of the entry is not considered proof of delivery to or receipt by the Trust. Furthermore, the Trust shall have no liability for any submission that is lost enroute or not received by the Trust.

This also includes the right to use any of the submission and concept to develop as part of its promotional campaign including print, radio, internet, 3G.
8. In consideration of this licence, the Trust agrees that it will provide details about me/us with the use of the submission so that I/we can be identified as the creative artist/s of the submission. I/We agree that no further consideration will required from the Trust for this licence.
9. This licence shall bind both Parties, our respective successors, assigns and licensees and both parties shall have the right to freely assign their rights hereunder, in whole or in part, to any other person or entity, without notification to or approval by the other Party.

The Trust has no obligation (express or implied) to use any submission, or to otherwise exploit any submission or, if commenced, to continue the distribution or exploitation thereof, and the Trust may at any time abandon the use of any submission for any reason, with or without legal justification or excuse, and I/we will not be entitled to any damages or other relief by reason thereof.
